Roasted fruits to the fore here, 

with a little red cherry and red violet lift to them. The palate has a similar poise and 

presence, with a darker and characterful concentration of fruits, dried black plums and 

currants, with a smoky note of coffee bean and tobacco leaf, along with a scented orange-

slice complexity. Grippy, with impressive tannic backbone, the composition aided by the 

acidity carried within. A relatively short finish in terms of lingering flavour, although there is 

plenty of tannin here. A very modern style, a touch extracted and confident, but it has 

composure.”
